Text format: doc MS Word 00-03, text size - up to 0,5 sheet (up to 20 thousand printed sign), font – Times New Roman, size 14 (for foot-notes – 12), single spacing, all page sides - 2,5 см. First line indention - 1,25, automatically set. The text should be edited. Foot-notes should be automatic end-capping.

The article should be provided with annotation (it will be published together with the article). The annotation note should include: 1) author name, article title; 2) article perspective; 3) issue field features; list of main problems, mentioned in Your paper; 4) keywords (not more than 10 words). The annotation size should be not more than 700-800 signs (with spacing).

Please, do not print the title in the mode Caps Lock, do not use the stiles MS Word, do not set up line indentions by tabulation or gap button and do not use special fonts. Foot-notes should be end-capping, in the automatic mode. 

All the participants will get individual e-mail invitation letter and the preliminary program from the organizing committee not later than May, 15th, 2012.

The organizing committee reserves the right to select participation requests. Articles are not reviewed. The organizing committee reserves the right not to enter into correspondence with the authors.
